October Meeting Minutes approved

Board Reports 

President – We have a new treasurer, Michelle Chambless. The e-mail newsletters have been sent out officially. Online elections nearly set up, website needs assistance.

Vice President – California Flying Disc Championships is set for 3rd weekend in October. Nominations for the board have been made official, there are two new candidates for election, Ryan Meyer and Donny Olow. 

Treasurer – No Report, the board welcomes Michelle aboard.

Secretary – The Aces Calendar on the website has been completed and is up and running. The 2010 Disc Order has been completed and delivered, DGA was awesome to work with. There is a SoCal Championships Am article on the website, and there will be a SoCal article on the pro weekend posted shortly.

Course Reports 

Morley Field – Grinder is Saturday the 21st. Brendan Sage is running Aces challenges on Tuesdays at 2pm at Morley Field to benefit the YDGA. Daniel and AJ are planning to run the second installment of the North-South challenge in December. 

Sun Valley – South team qualifier for the North/South challenge is set for Sunday the 22nd. 

Emerald Isle – The Emerald Isle open is comfirmed to occur next year. Hours have been changed to 1pm on weekdays and 3pm on weekends.

Montiel Park – Qualifier will be held at Montiel this Saturday for the North team on the North/South Challenge. 

Old Business

2010 Board Elections – There are 10 total candidates (8 of which are the current board members), the election will be online, details to be determined. Bios or anything that a candidate wants the membership to see will need to be submitted to Randy by Monday the 23rd. Voting period is set to be November 30th through December 19th. People are allowed to vote in person during the Morley section of the North-South Challenge.

Bylaws Update – Proposed to add a section F to article 8 which would add the Membership Director position. The Membership Director will be responsible for coordinating projects and activities aimed at the collection of memberships, shall create and maintain a list of current member information, shall work closely with the course representatives to recruit new members at their respective courses and shall assist the Vice President with general membership elections. Additionally, this person is in charge of making sure the membership packages get ordered. Motion voted on and passed.

Kit Carson – Ryan has been working with the City of Escondido at length about working out an agreement. It is extensively longer then the Montiel MOU and has been modified a few times so that the language of the contract best benefits both parties and limits the things we would be liable for. There are situations where liability would be unavoidable. Board approves the agreement. There is considerable work that needs to be done in order for the course to open, Ryan will make the board members aware of the dates and times when he will need assistance from the general membership to get these projects done.

Salt Creek – Ron (President of Salt Creek Golf Club) is working on a presentation to ownership so that the course can become a reality. Will set up a date for a clean-up party on certain areas of the course. Ron has crunched most of the numbers to figure out exactly how much everything would cost, how quick they could make their money back, etc., and after it is presented to ownership and the layout is completed, the course can begin being installed.

North-South Challenge – Is scheduled to be the weekend of December 19-20. Morley and Sun Valley will be on Saturday and Montiel and Emerald Isle will be on Sunday. It is intended to be incorporated with the end of year BBQ and the end of the election will be at the end of the Morley section of the North-South Challenge. Daniel is captain of the South team and AJ is captain of the North. Teams are comprised of 5 open, 1 master, 2 women and 12 amateurs on each side, contact Daniel or AJ if you are interested in playing.
2010 Membership Packages – The Discs have been ordered and have arrived. The board agreed to order 250 Mini’s by Monday so hopefully the minis will arrive in time for packages to be sold during the end of year BBQ/North-South Challenge.  With the DGA package that we ordered we decided on 4 different molds. We received 79 aftershocks (42 clear, 37 yellow), 40 reefs (20 red, 20 clear), 41 Squalls (28 yellow, 13 clear) and 40 rogues (21 orange, 9 yellow, 10 clear). Additionally, we have also received another Mach III with the aces logo and some other goodies that go along with the package.

California Flying Disc Championships – Randy is forming a committee to help organize tournament. Needs assistance with different branches of the tournament, but we are going to mainly be in charge of the Disc Golf side of things. Randy has already spoken with SoCal and they will add it to the schedule of events for next year.

Website – Jeff asks board members to post articles to the website and keep their ideas open for new articles. Carl intends to update the calendar in the next few days and on a regular basis.
